	Abstract: This MS-WORD template is provided for authors who submit to the AMS2026. Abstract must be provided in single paragraph of about 200 words maximum together with a “Graphical Abstract” for the paper. The main body of the abstracts should give a pertinent overview of the work. Authors are strongly encouraged to organize the abstract as following style: 1) Background: Place the question addressed in a broad context and highlight the purpose of the study; 2) Methods: Describe briefly the main methods or treatments applied; 3): Results: Summarize the paper’s main findings; and 4) Conclusions: Indicate the main conclusions or interpretations. The abstract should be an objective representation of the paper, it must not contain results which are not presented and sbstantiated in the main text and should not exaggerate the main conclusions. All the paper must provide the Graphical Abstract as a single figure. The right-top area in the abstract is reserved for the Graphical Abastract. The width of this area is fixed as 65mm, whereas authors can adjust the height of the area. After the paper is accepted for the publication, the Graphical Abstract[image: ]

Structure, style of the sections & length requirement

Please note any abstract violate the rule or wrong format, the paper shall not be accepted without any further reasons. Submission must be made through the relevant site found in symposium website at https://www.jasma.info/ams2026/.
Note that the present format given here is resemble to the review-ready format for IJSMA (International Journal of Microgravity Science and Application. IF=1.3, official journal of Japan Society of Microgravity Application). Authors are welcome to submit the extended abstract directly to IJSMA after the symposium, if authors consider to publish (of course authors can add more results before submission per preference).

Figures and Tables
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All figures and tables should be cited in the main text as Figure 1, Table 1, etc. Figures must be embedded. All the line arts or illustrations should be provided as Scalable vector formats. The preferred file formats for the MS-WORD are EMF, WMF or SVG. We suggest the use of Adobe Illustrator (Paid, OS X, Windows), MS-PowerPoint (Paid, OS X, Windows) or Inkscape (Freeware, OS X, Windows, Linux) for the creation of acceptable illustrations. The pixel-based images and photographs should be provided as sufficient resolution (300 dpi is preferred), and we suggest the use of Adobe Photoshop (Paid, OS X, Windows) or GIMP (Freeware, OS X, Windows, Linux) for the editing of acceptable photographs.

Appendix A
The appendix is an optional section that can contain details and data supplemental to the main text. For example, explanations of experimental details that would disrupt the flow of the main text, but nonetheless remain crucial to understanding and reproducing the research shown; figures of replicates for experiments of which representative data is shown in the main text can be added here if brief, or as Supplementary data. Mathematical proofs of results not central to the paper can be added as an appendix.
Nomenclature
